In the coming days parents of senior students
will receive information about NZQA fees. This
fee is charged by NZQA for the administration,
marking and sitting of exams. In the information
you will receive there will be details about how
to pay the fee, financial assistance, dates etc.
These fees need to be paid at the school office
by the 8th September so that we can then get
the information and accounts sent to NZQA on
time.

By the 1st of September all external assessment
arrangements need to be confirmed with NZQA.
It would be great if parents could talk with their
sons to make sure they have been entered for
the correct standards. With close to 48000
separate data submissions to make it’s vital
that boys do not miss out. They have all been
given instruction cards to help them through
the process and in week 2 they will receive a
print out of what they are currently enrolled for.
If there are any concerns please get back to us
promptly as we need to get this data as accurate
as possible.

Recently the school received confirmation from
NZQA and a very positive report on our internal
assessment processes and moderation. This is
great news as it confirms we are doing things
well and we are now on the maximum 4 year
cycle of review.

We have been using the School Links parent
school link on occasions and it appears to be
working well. I hope people are happy and we
are keen to hear of improvements that could be
made. Over the coming weeks there will be
more information being sent through using this
process. We will work on making the headings
as relevant to the topic as possible. There will
be reminders of activities, upcoming dates or
deadlines.

This will
lead you through the process of signing up.
Once you are in there please keep your records
up to date as you can modify your profile when
you log in.

Library
Talking Books

Mrs Elizabeth Pulford was our guest at Book
Club this month. She spoke to the boys during
our morning tea meeting and then stayed to
talk to a Year 9 class. We were delighted to
have her come to visit and give us an insight
into the life and work of a writer.

It was Elizabeth Pulford’s daughter who first
suggested she should write books for children.
She was a late starter she said, forty years of
age, but now at sixty eight has had fifty two
books published.

Mrs Pulford lives in Waikouaiti and admits
that settings have a major impact on the
stories. A book under consideration at the
publishers is set in Waikouaiti near the lagoon
there. ‘Tussock’, the one that was nominated
for the New Zealand Post Book Awards, was
set in the McKenzie country. She was a Writer
in Residence at a place near Lake Ohau and
the tussock country appealed with its lakes,
mountains and ‘loud’ silence.

Mrs Pulford was shocked to discover that
‘Tussock’ had been nominated for the New
Zealand Post Book Awards. However, she
appreciated it very much indeed because there
is a much bigger demand for the books and
therefore, a better financial reward for all of
her work.

Writing can be a lonely occupation but it can
be a time to treasure as well. Mrs Pulford
writes with her music plugged in to her ears.
She finds it is a good way of blocking out the
rest of the world so that she can let the part
of her brain that deals with the storyline take
over. Her family loves the fact that she is
a published writer but the teens in her life are
wary of telling her too much just in case their
tales appear in her books.

One of the boys asked whether there was a
common thread running through her stories
and she responded that although it was not
intentional there was the idea of dealing with
loss. Perhaps someone has died, is missing or
has gone away. These were things she had to
deal with in her own childhood and she thinks
that may be why.

‘Tussock’ is the story of a girl, Kate, waiting for
the return of her father who has gone missing
in a light plane crash. The boy she meets, Troy,
is attending a camp nearby and coping with the
fact that his father has broken the law.

Ideas for stories come from all sorts of places
and experiences. Some of the book club boys
had read ‘Tussock’ prior to Mrs Pulford’s visit
and one was interested to know where the idea
for the stone man came from. The stone man
she said can be quite a threatening character
and originated after she had seen the stone man
that her daughter made out of stones gathered
from the lake’s edge. Another boy wanted to

know why Troy, a secondary character, stayed
out despite the danger. Troy endeared himself
to the writer as a character because he stood
up to his father and broke a cycle that had
developed in his family.

Mrs Pulford loves making up stories and
has written fiction by preference. She also
loves to read and has her favourite authors.
Currently, she is enjoying murder mysteries
and psychological thrillers. She is interested
in why crimes are committed. She shared with
us the idea she has for a psychological thriller
of her own.

Towards the end of the session with the Year 9
class Mrs Pulford brought out her e ‘lily’ pad.
On it she had stored images of her book covers
and her garden (her other passion). The images
were on power point and pretty impressive.

We appreciated the time Mrs Pulford took to
come and visit us and enjoyed her company
very much.

The writers she admires are: Nicci French, and
Irish writers William Taylor, Maggie O’Farrell,
and Sebastian Barry. Her current reading list
includes: ‘The secret scripture’ by Sebastian
Barry and ‘The Finkler question” by Howard
Jacobson.

Winning Matters — Being the best you can be.

Sean Fitzpatrick (with Andrew Fitzgerald).
Penguin Books

This is the second book I have read recently by
an ex- All Black and follows John Kirwan’s All
Black’s Don’t Cry . 1didn’t enjoy it as much as
All Blacks Don’t Cry but it has some interesting
perspectives and is an easy read.

Published no doubt to coincide with the Rugby
World Cup Fitzpatrick has put together a series
of life lessons learned from rugby, family and
work that are designed to inspire readers to “Be
the best that you can be”. As Fitzpatrick notes
for anyone who has experienced loss winning
does matter though what is just as important is
what we do with failure.

Primarily using his rugby experiences as the
context his advice gobbets could be translated
in to any area of life and include:

*Know what you want rather than what you
don’t want — frame your goals positively;

*Be willing to actively listen to advice, then act
on it — including people who challenge you;

*Don’t be paralysed by fear - use failure as a
challenge and motivator.
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In his own life the importance of the values
(honesty, respect, integrity, humility and hard
work) he has learned have guided his decision
making. He encourages readers to know who they
are (their strengths and weaknesses) and what is
important to them. He also has some interesting
insights on leadership and change.

Fitzpatrick stresses the importance of setting goals,
being open to being inspired, challenging yourself
and remembering that there is no substitute for hard
work. All good things for the boys to consider as
we enter the third term and the exam period.

Literacy

As term three steams ahead, it is fabulous to see
the wonderful support we get for the literacy
programmes from our school community. The
Community Reading Programme volunteers
come in for an hour or two each week to work
with individual boys on specific literacy skills.
Several of our wonderful volunteers also
assisted us last term, acting as reader / writers
for some junior boys during their exams. We are
hugely appreciative of this support.

Two year 9 Reading Skills option classes,
together with a Literacy option class, are also
well in progress. It is positive to see so many
boys willing and eager to improve their literacy
skills through these programmes. As the senior
boys head towards their NCEA examinations,
several staff have offered to act as mentors
to those boys who may find it challenging to
achieve the necessary literacy requirements at
year 11.

It is interesting to note that many students in
New Zealand are able to read individual words
quite well but they still struggle with gaining
a full understanding of what they are reading.
They look for the surface information and miss
the subtleties of what they read. Talk with your
boys about what they are reading. Ask them
what they think the writer is actually saying.
Encourage them to form their own opinions
about what they are reading and to explain
where they found information or ideas that
helped them come up with their opinions. As
with most things, practising skills will lead to
improvement. With reading, the best way to
improve, is to read.
