One strategy is to 
form a Trust or Foundation that would raise 
funding through sponsorship and contributions 
and then use the money as an equalisation fund.  
It would be cheaper for teams from the South to 
get to the North Island.

We as an organisation are also talking with 
National Sports Organisations about how they 
organise their tournaments, again trying to cut 
back on expenses.

One thing that is very clear is that any team or 
group who know they are going to travel must 
start planning and fundraising early.

The choir put in a great deal of time fundraising 
by giving concerts and singing at functions.  
The quality of your singing was outstanding and 
you have deserved all the accolades and praise 
you have received.  Congratulations to Karen 
Knudson on the finesse and quality she got from 
the group.

This week I have stressed to the boys that they 
must now change focus.  Things academic 
should now be the first priority.

To that end my congratulations to the 
Mathematics Department on the success of 
our Mathletics teams – 1st in Year 9, 2nd, 3rd, 
4th in Year 10 and 2nd in Year 11 in the local 
competitions.  Also recently our History team 
won the local competition.

Senior exams will begin on Monday 12th 
September and students will be on study leave 
that week.  All exams are a minimum of 2 hours 
so boys should now be preparing for those.

Parents you can assist us by working with your 
boys to encourage a revision programme.

We have just four weeks of this term left and 
I am sure that the world cup will be a real 
distraction.  Term four is only two weeks of 
classwork.

In this last week we will also 
be initiating our student mentoring programme 
where form teachers and deans will work 
with individual students to work through their 
academic reports and results, set targets and 
establish plans on how students will achieve 
their targets.  Mentors and students will meet 
for 15-20 minute interviews with a focus on 
discussing current student achievement and 
ways to get the best possible results in each 
subject for individual students.  This process 
has already begun with some targeted year 11 
students.

I would like to thank all those in our OBHS 
community who passed on their positive 
comments (and recommendations) around the 
system we have put in place to keep parents 
informed about school activities.  The system 
was incredibly useful during the snow week 
as people knew the night before what was 
happening regarding the closure of the school.  
I hope the regular updates on events and 
reminders also help to keep you informed.

From the Foundation

Greetings to you all from the OBHS Foundation 
– and from the desk of the Acting CEO. I’m 
Andrew Moffat, an Old Boy of the School 
1974-1977, and now in the CEO role at the 
Foundation following Doug Kamo’s resignation 
in July. As you will know, Doug is now heavily 
involved in the preparations for November’s 
“Big Night In” concert at the Forsyth Barr 
Stadium, but the good work he was doing here 
at OBHS continues apace.

The key activity recently has been the launch 
of the first “Raise The Chorus” Annual Appeal 
where over 6000 letters were sent out to Old 
Boys around the world, suggesting that they 
might like to donate an amount relevant to their 
Class Year (1974 = $19.74, or $197.40 etc.) 
to go towards one of three goals – a new IT 
Suite, new Weight Training Equipment, or the 
Museum Restoration project. The good news 
is that in the first few weeks we have received 
well over 200 responses, with donations now 
exceeding $15000, and the replies keep coming 
in every day. On the other side of the coin, 
the mail-out did reveal a small percentage of 
incorrect addresses (which at least enables us 
keep our database as accurate as possible) and 
we also inadvertently sent letters to a number 
of present day pupils….please don’t let this 
stop anyone donating to the Appeal if you wish, 
but the letter did refer to all recipients as “Old 
Boys”. We apologise for this oversight. 

The other focus has been Class Year reunions 
for 1951, and 1961 and 1971 in the next 
few weeks – as luck would have it, the 1951 
Reunion in mid-August was scheduled for the 
same three days as the heaviest snow we’ve 
seen for some time, and the event, whilst not 
cancelled completely, became restricted in 
the end to a very nice lunch and a quick tour 
through the virtually empty School on the 
second ‘snow day’. Whilst things didn’t work 
out as planned, the Old Boys who were able 
to make it thoroughly enjoyed themselves and 
were delighted to renew friendships of nearly 
60 years ago.

 Have you heard of ‘steampunk fiction’?  If you 
have read ‘The balloon hoax’ written by Edgar 
Allan Poe, ‘Journey to the centre of the earth’ 
by Jules Verne, ‘The war of the worlds’ by H G 
Wells, or ‘Leviathan’ by Scott Westerfield then 
you will have some idea that mad scientists, 
airships, Victorian settings and adventure seem 
to be part of this sub-genre of science fiction.  
‘The steampunk bible’ by Jeff Vandermeer is 
subititled: ‘an illustrated guide to the world of 
imaginary airships, corsets and goggles, mad 
scientists, and strange literature’.

Book Club suggestions from Book Club this 
month included ‘Fosterling’ by Emma Neale,
